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Introduction

All contents of this template are formatted as required for your papers, i.e. they serve as an example which you can directly use. We recommend using this template, for which the printing areas, headings, font sizes, etc. have been set up.
Instructions for Authors

The paper shall have the following structure (in a sequence): title of paper, names of authors, institution and addresses of authors, email, abstract, keywords, structured text, references, annotation in English2.

Styles

Use only the styles prepared for this template:

· Heading of  paper - title of your paper
· Authors of  paper – names of authors (degrees at your discretion, names without degrees are preferred, it makes them easier to read)
· Institution – addresses of author’s places of work 

· E-mail – e-mail addresses of authors, or web pages
· Abstract – for a paragraph of abstract. The notation Abstract is in bold without indentation.
· Keywords – several keywords (3-4). The notation Keywords is in bold without indentation.
· Chapter heading – heading of a numbered chapter
· Section heading – heading of a numbered section within a chapter
· Text of paper – the very text of a paper
· Figure, table legend – legend for a picture or table
· Reference heading – heading of the Reference chapter
· Reference item – reference to source
Do any other necessary formatting within the style Text of paper (e.g. font size and type). Use italics to highlight the text, not bold font. Do not indent from the left a paragraph following an empty line or heading, indent the others.

Fully justify the text (the last line is not justified). Do not number pages, do not use headers or footers. 

Paragraphs, notes, mathematical sentences …

Paragraph. If you want to structure paragraphs within a section, put the heading in bold within the style Text of paper. Do not number paragraphs. Take the paragraph you are just reading as an example. 

Note. Put note headings in italics within the style Text of paper and again do not number. Take the note you are just reading as an example.

Sentence 1. Text of a mathematical sentence preceded by a bold numbered heading. The text of the sentence itself is in italics.  Similarly put definitions, lemmata, implications, etc.
Proof. Proof of a sentence (titled in italics) ended with a square. (
Formulas, figures, tables, examples …

Formulas, figures and tables shall be centered. If a formula has to be marked, use bold numbering on the right in thin parentheses (justify using an invisible table, see the example).

To make formulas, we recommend a directly integrated editor in MS-Word. Menu Expression ( Field … equations and formulas EQ (equation). A formula is better expressed in this native form and besides, it is entered as text by means of commands and therefore it is not dependent on GUI like for example the Equation Editor. Take the formula shown above as an example. If you right-click on it and select Toggle Field Codes in the context menu, you can edit the source code of the formula, for which there is also help.

The table shall be defined by bold lines on the top and bottom, under a heading by a thin horizontal line; in other places (if possible) do not use horizontal or vertical lines. Use style Text of paper in the table heading. Flush the contents of the table left.

Examples are numbered and titled in italics as the two above-shown examples.  

Use a non-proportional font (Courier New) size 9 to list the source code of the program/algorithm. 

Reference

All quotations shall be put in brackets (e.g. [1]). A list of reference at the end of a paper shall be in alphabetical order by authors (use the style Reference item)

Formatting reference to an article in a journal or in the conference proceedings:

Author. Title of the paper in the proceedings or journal Name and year of a conference or name, year and issue of a journal (in italics).  Place and year of issue. ISBN.

Formatting reference to a book:

Author. Book title (in italics) Publisher, year and place of publishing. ISBN.

Formatting reference to a web page:

Author or institution. URL, or name of a page.
