Abstract

Following you will find guidelines for the layout and style of your paper we would like to obtain from you. The paper text has to be submitted in English version. The English abstract is required which should contain between 200 and 500 words. Please type it in 1.2 spacing and 10-point font for the text. 
11-point bold type for the paper name and a 11-point font for the author´s name and 10 point for his company in 1 spacing. 

Please use the Arial font, 20 mm edges on all sides of the A4 format. Behind the paper name, complete data on the authors including their affiliation and an e-mail address should be given.

SECTION 

It is recommended to use 1.2 line spacing. However, when using more complicated mathematical formulas, it is necessary to extend slightly the space between lines so that the upper and lower index fonts are legible. The text should be typed in such a way to complete the given frame entirely. There are only two exceptions from this rule: (i) do not start to type the new chapter name on the last line, (ii) you may exceed the frame only by one line at the bottom, to complete a paragraph.

USE THE ITALIC TYPE TO HIGHLIGHT SOME TEXT ONLY

The body of the paper can be split into numbered sections and sub-sections, e.g. 1.1, 1.2 , etc..

Subsection

This page is typed in the Arial font, the size being 10 points. 

Print

The proceedings will be published in an electronic copy (CD and WWW) and in a soft copy (book with a B5 size). Formatting and typesetting of the book require an editable format of papers, thus DOC or DOCX formats are required.
Tables and illustrations 

It is recommended to place tables and illustrations into the text, on the page with the first notice or reference, if possible. In case of a table, leave two empty lines, type Table1 (Fig1), the name of a table on a new line, then leave one more line and place a table. If the table is too long, on the following page you must repeat its number again, together with headings for individual columns.

Illustrations should be originals and should be drawn in a clear and legible way. Scanned illustrations should be adjusted, taking into consideration the black-and-white print of the Conference Book.

A number and text should be typed under the illustration. Small illustrations can be placed beside one another. Descriptions for illustrations should be clear and legible.

EQUATIONS

Equations should be flush-left with the text margin, the same as the first line of a paragraph. Please use a special editor for formulas.

Using a slash ( / ) in equations is not desirable, though it is possible to use it on a text line. Physical quantities must be typed according to the valid standards.

All contents of this template are formatted as required for your papers, i.e. they serve as an example which you can directly use. We recommend using this template, for which the printing areas, headings, font sizes, etc. have been set up.

Styles

Use only the styles prepared for this template:

· Heading of paper - title of your paper, Arial, bold, 11 points

· Authors of paper – names of authors (degrees at your discretion, names without degrees are preferred, it makes them easier to read), Arial, 11 points

· Institution – addresses of author’s places of work, 10 points 

· E-mail – e-mail addresses of authors, or web pages, 10 points

· Abstract – for a paragraph of abstract, is in bold, text of abstract can be 10 points
· Keywords – several keywords (usually 3-8). The notation Keywords is in bold

· Chapter heading – heading of a chapter, space before 18, space after 0 
· Section heading – heading of a section within a chapter, space before 12, space after 0 

· Text of paper – the very text of a paper, space before 6, space after 0 
Do any other necessary formatting within the style Text of paper (e.g. font size and type). Use italics to highlight the text, not bold font. Do not indent from the left a paragraph following an empty line or heading, indent the others.

Examples

Sentence 1. Text of a mathematical sentence preceded by a bold numbered heading. The text of the sentence itself is in italics. Similarly put definitions, lemmata, implications, etc.

Proof. Proof of a sentence (titled in italics) ended with a square. 

Formulas, figures and tables shall be centered. If a formula has to be marked, use bold numbering on the right in thin parentheses (justify using an invisible table, see the example).

To make formulas, we recommend a directly integrated editor in MS-Word. Menu Expression  Field … equations and formulas EQ (equation). A formula is better expressed in this native form and besides, it is entered as text by means of commands and therefore it is not dependent on GUI like for example the Equation Editor. Take the formula shown above as an example. If you right-click on it and select Toggle Field Codes in the context menu, you can edit the source code of the formula, for which there is also help.

Use a non-proportional font (Courier New) size 9 to list the source code of the program/algorithm.

REFERENCES

The accuracy of the references is the author's responsibility. Only published articles or reports readily accessible in the general literature should be cited. The references should appear in the text in numerical order, as should the reference list. Where there are more than 10 contributing authors please list only the first author and use “et al.” The following format for references should be followed:

Journal article:

(authors, year, title of paper, title of journal*, volume number, page numbers)

*It is necessary to use the official abbreviations of journals

Book:

Chapter in monographs: 

Harel, D. (1984) Dynamic logic. In: Gabbay, D. and Guenther, F. (eds), Handbook of Philosophical Logic. D. Reidel, Dordrecht.

(authors, year, title of chapter, editors, title of book, publisher, publisher location)

Conference paper:
