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Abstrakt

V ramci dotaznikového Setfeni mezi seniory realizovaného spole¢nosti STEM/MARK v roce 2021 v
Ostravé, Hradci Kralové a v 10 obcich ruralniho typu v jejich okoli byly kladeny dotazy mimo jiné
na prechody pro chodce a lavi¢ky. Pfispévek ukazuje na moznosti srovnani percepce vyskytu a
vybaveni téchto objektd vyznamnych pro chuzi a mobilitu seniorli s kvantitativnim hodnocenim
jejich vyskytu. Statistické vyhodnoceni vyuziva metody ANOVA, ETA2 a regresniho modelovani. |
pfes individualni rozdily a mnozstvi faktord ovliviujicich vnimani senior(l Ize poukazat na
prokazatelnou vazbu na kvantitativni hodnoceni lokalni situace.

Abstract

As part of a survey conducted among seniors by STEM/MARK in 2021 in Ostrava, Hradec Kralove,
and 10 rural-type municipalities in their surroundings, questions were asked, among other things,
about pedestrian crossings and benches. The study highlights the possibilities of comparing the
perception of the presence and equipment of these objects, which are significant for walking and
senior mobility, with the quantitative assessment of their occurrence. The statistical analysis
employs ANOVA, ETA?, and regression modeling methods. Despite individual differences and
numerous factors influencing seniors' perceptions, a demonstrable link to the quantitative
assessment of the local situation can be identified. Personal factors that most significantly
influence the relationship modeling are also of interest. The results do not show a general
correlation with the respondent's age or gender but rather with specific factors related to their
spatial mobility, particularly the need for physical support (such as canes or wheelchairs) and
personal assistance.
