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Abstrakt

Socialne siete su uz v dnesnej dobe sucastou Zivota takmer vSetkych z nas. Diskusie na akékolvek témy sa
stavaju zdrojom geodat pre dalSie skumanie. Diskusie skryvaju rézne emdécie v niektorych pripadoch
prevazne tie negativhe najma ak ide o citlivi tému ako je verejna doprava. Na emdcie vplyvaju rozne faktory,
ktoré budd v tomto prispevku dokumentované na priklade verejnej dopravy z Londyna. Ukazalo sa ze
vyznamni uzivatelia vyjadruju vo svojich prispevkoch menej negativ rovnako ako dlhSie prispevky maju viac
polarizované emoécie. Z geografického hladiska su rezidenti vyznamnejSie negativny ako turisti a tak isto
existuju kritické miesta v dopravnej sieti, ktoré su konstantne hodnotené negativne na rozdiel od ostatnich.

Abstract

Social media has become an integral part of almost everyone’s life today. Discussions on various topics
serve as a source of geospatial data for further research. These discussions often carry different emotions,
in many cases predominantly negative, especially when it comes to sensitive topics like public transportation.
Emotions are influenced by various factors, which will be documented in this post using the example of
public transport in London. It has been shown that prominent users express fewer negative emotions in their
posts, and longer posts tend to have more polarized emotions. From a geographical perspective, residents
are significantly more negative than tourists, and there are also critical points in the transport network that
are consistently rated negatively compared to others.
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
